Make sure your school has the correct contact 
information on file 
Sign up to receive messages on School Messenger

Talk with your child and teacher about the school's 
emergency plan

Please resist the urge to come to the school grounds 
during an emergency
Please refrain from sharing unconfirmed information 
about the emergency
The school and/or district will offer timely 
communication through the autodialer, Facebook and 
email
If you are instructed to come to the school to reunite 
with a student, please bring your photo ID

Discuss the emergency situation with your child
Contact your child's school if your child could benefit 
from additional support following the emergency
Make sure that your school has the correct contact 
information on file
